Zoom Issues.

A number of people experienced difficulties in accessing
the Sunday service recently. This was due in part to
problems at the Zoom end, and the fact that a major
upgrade to the software was introduced that weekend. It
is likely that more updates will be introduced in the near
future as the app provider adjusts to an increase from a
relative handful of users to millions which highlighted
some issues with the app. Some of these updates may
require a fresh download by us end-users of the Zoom
app. It is Zoom’s practice to apply these end-user
upgrades at the next login by the user. In my case the
iIssues | experienced were due to this and were resolved
by exiting the app and going back in again.

A way to minimise the possibility of problems on
subsequent Sundays might be to login slightly earlier —



say 10:30 to 10:45 - to give any upgrade time to
complete before the service start time.
